The Republic of Latvia Road Traffic Regulations are binding for all participants during the rally. 
4.2.     Limitations of re-funding for damages
The organizer refuses responsibility for unfair behaviour of any participant and its consequences in connection with rally regulations or state laws. 

None of service cars or the car doing acquaintance with the route, also cars with stickers of official persons cannot be considered to be official rally participant car. That is why insurance is participant’s own responsibility. 

	        5. ADVERTISEMENT AND PARTICIPANT NUMBERS


5.1. Organizer’s advertisement
On the rally emblem and participant numbers there is the Organizer’s obligatory advertisement. You cannot refuse it. 
5.2. Participant numbers 
Participant numbers are in conformity with annex No.3 to this Regulations. They must be seen on the car all time of the rally run.
	         6. TYRES AND GASOLINE LIMITATION


6.1.      It is allowed to use tyres with sports studs during the rally:

· studs must be strong, cylindrical and with rounded ends;

· croEC cut of all studs in all places must be a circle;

· the studs cannot be pipeline-type;

· the studs must be uniform and not pipe;

· maximum outside diameter 9 mm;

· minimum metal core diameter inside is 2/5 mm. It must be uniform, cylindrical and rounded;

· maximum length of the studs is 20 mm;

· maximum stud weight must be 4 g;

· studs must be mounted in the tyre from outside;

· maximum number of studs is 20 in every perimeter decimetre of the tyre.

For infringement of this regulation it is reported to the CommiECar who takes decision in conformity with article 152 of International Sports Code.

For land rovers tyre studs are not regulated.

In conformity with Latvian Rally Championship 2011 and Cup Regulations it is allowed to use 10 tyres for EC in the rally ‘’Sarma 2011’’. 

Marking of tyres is planned on LK0, LK2B, between LK4C and LK5, between LK6C and LK7( designated in the legend).
                       To secure valuable marking of tyres it is advisable for the participants to have free acceEC to reserve tyres, their outside.
6.2.    At acquaintance with the route it is allowed to use winter tyres:

8.3. Limitations  

A. Acquaintance with the route general run
Number of the acquaintance runs will be fixed by fact judges. 

In the route of EC movement in the direction opposite the direction of rally is prohibited if the organizer, its representative or police have not given such order.

Acquaintance with the route outside the designated time (see item 2.9. of Regulations) is considered to be serious violation, it will be reported to Commissars of the Jury for decision. If participant from foreign country gets acquainted with the route outside the time limit it will be reported to his country national automobile federation for punishment. The traffic during acquaintance runs will be regularly  checked by the organizer and the police. 
B. Traffic and acquaintance car 

Maximum speed at acquaintance with route in all extra competition sections is 80 km/h, if road traffic regulation signs or Organizer does not require lower speed. The crews must not endanger other participants of traffic and traffic safety; also disturb people living in the proximity of the route during acquaintance. During acquaintance with the route the Organizer and the police will control speed, driving style. Road Police will control observation of rules along the whole length of the route and punish for violation of road traffic regulations according to Latvian Administrative Violation Code. 

It is stresses that acquaintance with the route is not training. Road Traffic Safety regulations have to be followed and safety and rights of the rest of traffic members respected. Acquaintance cars have to be insured according to requirements of Latvian legislation. 

Usage of anti-radars or radar detectors is prohibited in the Republic of Latvia. If it is fixed any of the participants uses radar detector during acquaintance with the route or rally he will be excluded from the competition. 

C. Participants in the territory of rally route
Rider who participates or is preparing to participate in the rally and wants to drive on the road is or can be used as a rally route has to inform the Organizer about that and he has to receive written permit of the Organizer.   

Infringement of this regulation will be reported to the Commissar Jury for making decision. 
D. Violations
It will be reported to Commissar Jury on all violations during acquaintance with the route and they will take decision on penalties.  Penalty for exceeding speed and other infringements of acquaintance regulations during getting acquainted is fitted according to the following rules:

1st  infringement 10 – 20 km/ht: 
 penalty of 10.00 LVL for every exceeded km;

1st infringement 20 – 40 km/h: 
 penalty of 20.00 LVL for every exceeded km;

2nd infringement 10 – 40 km/h:
 penalty of 20.00 LVL for every exceeded km;

For the 3rd infringement or if the speed is exceeded over 40 km/h (radar readings) – it is reported to the Jury for punishment. The participant signs the fact of radar readings. 
Infringement of less than 10 km/h is not punished. Participant signs the act of actual radar reading.

Money penalties for pre-start violations have to be paid in Rally centre to the Organizer’s representative until February 12th, 15.00.

9.2. Regulations
Before arrival to marking participants have to do all preparation works – start numbers, rally emblem and organizer’s advertisement have to be fixed on the car in places foreseen in annex No.3 before technical check.
 Participants must arrive to technical check with tyres according to CSDD ( Road Traffic Safety Direction) regulations. It is prohibited to arrive to technical with tyres equipped with sports or sports training studs. 

It is reported to Commissars for violation of this regulation and they take decision on punishment in conformity with cl. 52 of International Sports Code.

          10.3. Service 

Service, filling in and tyre change is allowed only the service zone designated in the legend (with the exception of rally-raid cars). Time for filling in gasoline is included in service time. For violation of this regulation participants can be punished with exclusion from the race. Only sports cars and service cars with label of the Organizer “SERVICE” are allowed in the service zone.. 
          10.4. Super rally system in the rally “ Sarma 2011”

In conformity with regulations of „Super-rally” for every non-finished EC in the first lap the participant receives 5 minutes penalty time in addition to the best time in EC in the participant’s group or the next slowest group if there are no participants in this group. If the crew defaults in the sector after the first lap last EC – 5 minute penalty is assigned. In this case when transporting the car to Service Park appropriate items of Latvian Rally regulations are not in force. Super-rally test is in force only in the rally „Sarma  2011”. 
In all cases participants have defaulted in the first lap and wish to start in the second lap they have to receive permit confirmed by Technical Commission, also permit of the doctor if it is necessary in connection with accident. This application has to arrive at Participant judge until 12. 02. 2011. at 22.30.

                 Participant start place for the second lap is determined by Jury Commission.

          10.5. After 1st lap re-grouping is organized to set new start times according to the results in the first lap. 
                After 2nd and 3rd section re-grouping is organized to set new start times for crews, filling in the defaulted crew times but not changing start order. 

                   After 2nd and 3rd section Commissars can take decision on shifting of separate crews regarding initial start list.  
         10.5.1. Between LK 7A and LK8 there is neutralization zone formed where Closed park regulations work. 
                    In the neutralization zone repair works using only crew member force are allowed and tools and materials situated in the car can be used. Any help from aside is considered to be illegal service and the crew will be excluded from the rally. 
                    Neutralization zone depending on number of participants will serve as:
                     - re-grouping zone for setting new start times on EC8, but not changing start order.  
                     - waiting time when Organizer stops crews for any reason.
                    Time limit norm between LK 7A and LK 8 is just orienteering and depends on real situation in the route. 
10.6. Start procedure in EC
· the crew takes start position after invitation of the Start Judge,

· when the Start Judge has given a sign with a gesture on the right start position – 40 cm before electronically controlled start line, racing car has to stay motionless until the starting time and the crew has to permanently follow signals of electronic start board lights, 

· green light signals show current seconds of the minute with discretion of 5 seconds, 

· 30 seconds before start the Judge gives carnet to the so-driver, 

· last 5 pre - start seconds are marked by 5 gradually switching on red light signals. Only when all of them are switched off the road is free to go, 

· if the Participants car crosses electronically controlled start line before the red signal lights have gone off, premature start is fixed with 5 min. delay

· Final decision on premature start is taken by start judge making notice in the start minutes.

10.9. Report on accident 
10.9.1..All participants of the rally who have defaulted have to wait for closing car (green light), to deliver control card with real reason for default. For violation of this regulation LAF Rally Commission Council can apply money penalty in the amount of 50.00 LVL after clearing of all the conditions or extract the crew from the rally if they find out the sportsman has hidden the real reason for default.  
10.9.2. In case the reason for default is “accident” or “sliding off the road”, it is responsibility of the crew to show the car to technical Commissar of the rally. For violation of this regulation LAF Rally Commission Council can apply money penalty in the amount of 100.00 LVL or decide on prohibition to start in the next competition. 

10.9.3. In cases of accidents, technical breaks in EC and the racing car is still situated on the road surface or closer than 3 m to the road surface, the racers have to warn the rest of racers putting accident signs not closer than 100 m from the accident place in visible place on the side of the road the car is. 

10.9.4. If the crew stops on the road section of EC because of any reason and does not continue the race of in case of an accident where immediate medical intervention is not required, the “OK” sign must be clearly shown by a crew member to the following three vehicles.

10.9.5. If any of the drivers of the crew is involved in the accident where urgent medical attention is required the crew has to report the following three crews using the red signal “SOS”.

10.9.6. Each crew that could but not follow these regulations can be punished in conformity with FIA Code and LAF Code requirements.
10.9.7. HANS system usage is obligatory for every sportsman aged younger than 25; ther rest are recommended to use it. 
10.10.  Rally finish
Rally finish is in control post LK8A. After finish participants have to follow instructions of official persons and go to closed park. 

10.11. Withdrawal of cars out of final closed park
All cars have to be withdrawn from final closed park when official results of the rally are announced and the Commissars have allowed to open closed park.

	       13. FINAL CHECK AND PROTESTS


13.1.  Final technical check
Final technical check takes place on Sunday, February 13th, starting from 17.23, CSDD, 2 Parka street, Gulbene.

After rally finish LK 8A indicated racing cars followed by technical commissars have to arrive to final technical check. After final technical check the cars have to be parked in final closed park.
13.2. Protest sums
Protests on technical condition of cars have to be applied not later than 15 minutes after parking in closed. All protests are submitted only to Participant judge. 

                         Payments in case of protests:

Protest commission sum determined is:
100 LVL

If the protest requires disassembling of different car parts submitter of the protest must pay additional sum: 

For the protest requiring clearly defined car unit disassembling (engine, gearbox, steering wheel unit, brake system, chassis etc.) – 1000 LVL. 

Expenses originating in dismantling process and during transportation of the car have to be covered by protest submitter if the protest was not grounded; or the participant against whom the protest was raised, if it was grounded.

If the protest turns out to be ungrounded and if expenses on review of it (technical check, transportation) are higher than the paid sum, the difference is covered by protest submitter. If expenses are lower, the difference is refunded. 

If the protest is refused payments done in conformity with decision by the Commissars stay in full amount or partly in hands of the Organizer or the participant against which the protest was raised.

If as a result of the incident there are losses exceeding the protest sum caused because of additional checks of car parts and its preparation for further participation in the rally submitter of the protest has to cover the difference in conformity with calculation done in LAF Technical Commission and LAF Rally commission. 
         13.3. Appeal costs
Cost of appeal to LAF Court of Appeal – 700 LVL.
